Application for your certified Marriage Licence

Before the couple can get a marriage certificate, the marriage needs to be registered. The officiant who performed the marriage will send the completed and signed marriage licence to ServiceOntario so the marriage can be registered. You can order a marriage certificate about 6-8 weeks after this happens.
In order to change official documents like your passport, driver's licence and health card you will need a certified copy of your marriage licence/certificate.

You would be asking for Certified Copy of Statement of Marriage (Long Form 8.5” x 14”).
If you need your certified copy  of your marriage licence/certificate urgently, please let your officiant know and a letter can be sent asking the Office of the Registrar General to give priority to your Certificate of Marriage.

NOTE:  Record of Solemnization 

This is not a legal document. It may prove useful for such things as changing benefits at work or proof of Canadian marriage for an 'Away' wedding but all legal name changes like your health card, driver's licence and passport require the final legal Certificate of Marriage from the government.
